Reports and Recommendations by Mayor and Officials:

Reports of Officials:

Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., Borough Engineer, Hatch Mott Macdonald, LLC, updated Council on the CDF project.  He said the project was halted for the summer but will resume in the next week or two.  He indicated everything should be emptied by mid-late October.  He said a change order will have to be discussed at the next meeting to authorize the contractor to remove the additional 23,000 cubic yards.  He stated after that project is complete the dredging project will start.  He said the notice to bid the project was delayed until the permits are issued.  He expects the permits will be issued in the next couple weeks. He said part of the delay was due to the DOT involvement which is very beneficial to Avalon with a grant that could be as high as 2.3 Million Dollars depending on how the bids come in.  He said in addition Neil Yoskin has finalized the shared services agreement with Middle Township and he said the Township is considering that agreement this week or next.  He said bids will be received on September 26th and possibly Council could have a special meeting on October 1, 2014 to expedite the award of the contract.
Councilwoman Hudanich asked if bids could be received on September 24, 2014 instead and the 

matter could be addressed at the scheduled Council Meeting.
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Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., responded it could be done.  

Council President Covington, asked to target that date and if it doesn’t work out Council will hold a special meeting.

Councilwoman Hudanich, distributed an article from the Atlantic City Press regarding a new approach of taking dredge spoils and putting them back in the marshes to them back up to sea level.  She said the article stated Avalon is one of the test sites.  She would Tom to give the exact geographic location.
Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., stated back in June there were five grants issued in the State of NJ and a large grant in the amount of 3.4 Million Dollars.  He said the idea was to use this as a pilot project to accomplish two goals, one to dredge the inter-coastal waterway and the other is to restore the wetlands using two methods.  He explained the one method is the thin layer disposal which is similar to our projects; the material is dredged and creates a slurry but instead of discharging into a CDF is it just spayed over the Wetlands to elevate those wetland areas 3-6 inches.  He said it is a very innovative method and it has promise for multiple coastal communities that are struggling with how to dispose of and use the dredge material in a beneficial way.  He stated the locations they are dredging are the south end near Herford Inlet with approximately 7500 cubic yards.  He said further to the North in an area of the inter-coastal commonly known as the football field is immediately west of the south end of Avalon.  He said the easterly shore of the inter-coastal in that area is Avalon.  He said this is where they are intending to use the thin layer disposal method as well as the marsh edge restoration.  He indicated he met with the Mayor and the project team on Monday with Dave Golden, Division of Fish & Wildlife, Monica Chasen and Tony DiPasquale from the Army Corp as well as other members of the grant recipient team.
Councilwoman Hudanich, commented the article stated there will be 75,000 cubic yards for the three projects scheduled and it is exciting for Avalon.
