Scott Wahl, Business Administrator updated Council on the Shore Protection Alternative Study regarding saving sand in the North end and preventing some beach erosion.  He said the Pre-Final Report has been delivered to the Borough and a stakeholders meeting will be held before a full presentation will be made to Council of what is included in the report.
