Reports of Official:

Council President Ellenberg asked Ed Dean to explain the problems encountered with the closure of Ocean Drive for two days for the placement of a modular home.

Edward Dean, Chief Avalon Fire Department said he discussed the situation with Dale Foster, County Engineer.  He said Mr. Foster indicated any closure of a portion of Ocean Drive must get prior approval from the County, but conceded nothing was in writing.  He commented there have been several modular homes recently to Avalon. He said there needs to be communication by the contractor with the Construction Office and the Avalon Police.  He suggested a permitting process for closing of roads.
Chief William McCormick commented closures of roads should not be permitted in the summer.

Council President Covington believes the Public Safety Committee should address this item and report back to Council in July with a recommendation.

Andrew J. Bednarek, stated as a result of Hurricane Sandy the Borough filed a claim through the Municipal Excess Liability/JIF for Property in the Open which is park benches, street lights/ lamps and those types of assets. He stated Borough has already received $37,775.00 for wind claims and after deductibles the Borough will receive an additional+ $356,293.00 for flood claims. He said upon execution of the agreement the Borough will have received a total of $394,068.00 through the MEL/JIF.
