Reports of Officials:

Scott Wahl, Business Administrator provided an update on a meeting he attended that was hosted by Paul Schroeck from Windward Consulting for Armacost Park on October 3, 2014.  He reported the Borough received various support and endorsement from the New Jersey DEP, United States Army Corps of Engineers and New Jersey Fish and Wildlife, among others for either one or both of phases of the Healthy Forestry Initiative inside Armacost Park.  He noted that Sam Reynolds from the Philadelphia Army Corp of Engineers pledged support to delineate the Phases.  He indicated that it was important to submit as letter of intent to the Army Corp of Engineers to obtain financial assistance.  He said no permits will be required from the NJDEP for Phase 1 but will be required for Phase 2.  He added a meeting is scheduled for Thursday, October 16, 2014 at 9 a.m. with Joe Lomax to discuss Phase 1 and after that meeting plans and cost estimates will be presented to Council. 
Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., Borough Engineer, Hatch Mott Macdonald, LLC, updated Council on the Pre-bid Dredging Project meeting held at Borough Hall on Tuesday, October 7, 2014.  He said requirements, deadlines, and various phases of the bid specifications were outlined to the four companies who attended the meeting, as well as the requirement to dredge boat slips in the project area if requested by the property owner.  He pointed out that bids will be received on October 17, 2014 and possible award on October 22, 2014.  He said work will begin five days after the bid is awarded and the contractor will have six or seven weeks to work.  He pointed out that the permits issued by the NJDEP include new restrictions including one from June 1-30th for andromenous fish, and a second nesting bird restriction from July 1st to September 15th that will restrict dredging for birds within 1000 feet of active nesting.  He said this is in addition to the existing restrictions from March 15th through September 15th.    He also mentioned a concern by the contractors about finishing before the end of 2015 due to the September 15th start date.  He said that it makes more sense to continue the project into 2016 due to safety, cost and quality of life issues.  He stated that both Princeton and Sterbeck Harbors in Middle Township are included in Phase One and Princeton Harbor will begin first with a goal to complete it by December 31, 2014.
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Council President Covington said it would be critical to complete all of Princeton Harbor at one time.  He asked if the contractor would have time to make contractual agreements with the home owners. 
Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., Borough Engineer, Hatch Mott Macdonald, LLC, responded, yes.
Scott Wahl, Business Administrator, reported that Avalon School bought a new school bus.  He asked Bill Macomber to give an overview.

William Macomber, Director of Public Works/Utilities reported that Public Works has been asked to perform routine safety inspections on a weekly basis.  He said a monthly DOT inspection and routine maintenance would have to be done.  He added the materials will be purchased by the school and Public Works will supply the labor.  
Councilwoman Hudanich asked if Public Works had the expertise for the level of safety required for the bus.

William Macomber, Director of Public Works/Utilities said repairs will be done by the manufacturer under warranty.  He said his employees are certified to make repairs, but were not required to perform maintenance.  
James Waldron, Assistant Business Administrator said he is preparing a shared services agreement which will be ready to present to Council by October 22, 2014.
