Reports and Recommendations by Mayor and Officials:

Reports of Officials:

Scott Wahl, Business Administrator reported on the presentation to the Open Space Board concerning the potential 8 mile track fitness station at the Avalon School.  He said it was very well received and interesting to the board since there is no 1/8 mile tracks in Cape May County.
He anticipates hearing back from the board right before Christmas on the application.  
Council President Covington asked for the timeline on the 39th Street project.
Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., Borough Engineer, Hatch Mott Macdonald, LLC reported the construction period is 120 days.  He said there are interim completion dates for concrete and landscaping and towards the end the pavilion structures will be brought in.  He said as far as dredging, the permits have been received and the project will be advertised on Sunday, and bids received on October 17th with a full three weeks for competitive bidding.  He said there is a lot of dredging going on and is hopeful getting an early start will attract attention by potential bidders.  He stated after bids are received on the 17th, a report on the bids will be prepared and submitted for Council’s consideration at the October 22, 2014 Work Session and possible award of the contract at the Regular Meeting.  He said that will allow 9-10 weeks for work to be completed prior to the winter flounder dredging restriction of January 1st.  He said assuming there will be  2-3 weeks to mobilize, and about 7 weeks of dredging; that would take care of Princeton Harbor this year.  He stated the Borough is obligated to dredge Princeton Harbor in the first phase by the agencies. 
Brief discussion followed.
Council President Covington indicated the dredging discussion will be placed on the October 22, 2014 Work Session and Regular Meeting agenda for award of the contract.
Councilman McCorristin suggested the public be informed of when the work will begin.
Thomas R. Thornton, P.E., indicated letters will be sent advising the homeowners as soon as the project is awarded.
