1. Application for release of certain deed restrictions upon the premises of
154 67th Street in the Borough of Avalon:
Block 67.06, Lots 11, 13, 49 and 51 in the Borough of Avalon, to wit:

Under and subject to the reservation and restriction that only one building for living purposes may be erected on not less than 5000 square feet of land, the first floor area of any such building to contain at least 800 square feet; and under and subject to the further restriction that no building erected on the premises herein conveyed shall be over two stories in height.

Block 67.06, Lots 26, 28, 53 and 55 in the Borough of Avalon to wit:

(a) The purpose of this conveyance is to provide the Grantee with additional square footage which together with the square footage contained upon contiguous property presently owned by the grantee will provide compliance with the minimum lot size required for development under the municipal zoning ordinance. The parcel thus conveyed as such or any portion thereof shall not constitute a buildable lot and once conveyed to the owner of the contiguous parcel may not thereafter be subdivided.
(b) Grantee covenants that no building shall be constructed upon said parcel.  However, this restriction shall not preclude the construction of sand fences, bulkheads, or sea walls by the Borough of Avalon or such superior agencies or by others with the express consent and supervision of the Borough of Avalon not shall It preclude any reasonable measures for beach and dune erosion control and beach and dune maintenance and protection. In this regard, the Borough of Avalon herewith retains an easement covering such portion of the premises as is necessary to effectuate the purpose of this restriction.
(c) Grantee covenants that the established grades upon the premises as well as the contour and natural state shall be maintained.
