NOVEMBER 15, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Chairman Reynolds.  Call to order.  Flag salute.  The Open Public Meetings Act was read.  Roll Call.

A motion to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2016 meeting was made by Stuart Friedman and seconded by Donna Rothman. Approved by all.

Aaron Baker of The Lomax Consulting Group was present to review the DVMP request for Fries, on 72nd Street.  There are a total of forty-eight Japanese Black Pines.  The plans call for planting flowering plants.  The EC recommends the planting of additional evergreens.  Brian asked about cutting vines growing on the cedar trees.  The EC recommended that taller vegetation trees be planted.  Aaron will have a revised plan for the January meeting.  Next, Aaron presented the review for Shea, on 24th Street.  He said that there is more salt spray in this area and therefore, he went with more shrubs that can grow in this area.  A motion was made by Debanne and seconded by Donna Rothman to approve this project.  There were five Ayes and two Nays on the roll call.  

Aaron told the E.C. that there are currently nine active DVMP projects. Middleton (73/74) – trying to get rid of bamboo which is growing back; Smith (37/39) – saw flooding in the dunes; Schneider (65) – house not done and no water source; Glazier (64) – issue with irrigation; Carter (66) – rabbit infestation; Middleton (76) – filled in well; Origlio (62) – drip irrigation worked well; O’Hara (61) – replanting in spring of 2015. A motion to decommission three DVMP properties was made by Stu Friedman and seconded by Kevin Coyle.  Approved by all.
A motion to approve the meeting dates for 2017 was made by Kevin Coyle and seconded by Joe Dvorak.  Approved by all.  These dates will be published in the A.C. Press.

Stuart Friedman will resign and Steve Malyszka will assume his term effective 1/1/17.
