JUNE 9, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Jacquie Ewing.  Ms. Ewing read the Open Public Meetings Act.  Flag salute.  Roll call.

Patrice Davis from Seven Mile Publishing gave the marketing update.  Nearing the end of branding everything.  The Boulevard sign will rotate.  Channel 97 is currently rotating.  All June programming is complete.  Bookmarks and rack cards – 5,000 of each have been printed.  Putting together promotional pieces for July and August.

A motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting from May 12 was made by Richard Hoy and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  A motion to approve the minutes of the closed session meeting of May 12 was made by Richard Hoy and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  No one from the public was present and there were no public comments.  A motion to approve the payment of forty-six checks in the amount of $200,675.17 was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  A list is attached of those checks and made a part of these minutes.

Norm Gluckman gave the Library Director’s report.  He has completed the summer hiring.  Norm suggested reevaluating the salaries for 2017 to be competitive with other salaries in the area.  The Library has hired two seasonal Library Assistants, Zach Gorecke and Nancy O’Hanlon @14.50/hour and three seasonal computer aids, Timothy Graham ($10.25/hour); Jacob Zozzaro ($10.46/hour) and one additional ($10.25/hour) and one Program Assistant, Lisa Papineau ($14.79/hour) and one Permanent part-time Library Assistant, Harriet Norcross ($14.50/hour).  New counter in the Library.

Nina Ranalli gave the History Center update.  The landscaping is complete.  Survey kiosks are set up.  She has hired the summer intern and Program Assistant.  The 1940s exhibit is done.  The Wells painting is back in the History Center and hanging up.  A motion to approve the collections acquisitions was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  The acquisitions include:  three photographs; 1953 Yacht Club photo; “Read” poster; 2014 and 2015 seasonal beach tags; 2011-2012 Bluebook 5th Edition; Seven Mile Guidebook summer 2010.

A motion to approve Resolution No. 11-16 (Establishing the budget for purposes of calculating the 2015 return of excess surplus), was made by Carl Mattia and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.

A motion to approve Resolution No. 07-16 (Authorizing the 2016 budget, as amended) which was tabled at the May meeting, was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by Richard Hoy.  Approved by all.

Jacquie Ewing brought the Trustees up to date on the Ad Hoc Committee’s latest meeting.  They had a conference call with Alison DiFlorio to discuss the Library Director’s job description and posting.  Alison will put together a job description, have it approved by the Committee and then post it on the web and in print.  A motion to accept Alison’s/Exude’s proposal at $150/hour (5-10 hours) was made by Richard Hoy and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  The Committee decided that the posting would request a cover letter, resume and desired salary range.  

Lynn gave a update on the Buildings and Ground Committee.  Nina has information on 39th Street and also on the 26th Street School.  Lynn will have a report for the July meeting.
