MARCH 12, 2015 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Jacquie Ewing.  Ms. Ewing read the Open Public Meetings Act.  Flag salute.  Roll call was taken.

A motion to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2015 meeting was made by Chuck Covington and seconded by Jim Thatcher.  Approved by all.  Ms. Ewing asked if there was any public comment(s) and there was none.  No one from the public was present at the meeting.  A motion to approve the payment of twenty-eight checks in the amount of $106,654.15 was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by Michele Petrucci.  Approved by all.  A list is attached of those checks and made a part of these minutes.

Norm gave the statistical report for 2014.  The Story Time Assistant has been hired at $18/hour and will officially start on April 1st.  The book drops have structural failures.  Their doors have been overextended and damaged.  Norm contacted the manufacturer who is sending a door for one of them, which Public Works will install.  Norm gave his presentation on the State of the Library to Avalon Borough Council on March 11th.

Norm told the Board that the service agreement with Ancero does not cover the firewall and new switches and labor.  Cost would be such that a Professional Services Agreement would be necessary.  This would be prepared by Ron Ianoale with Ancero or modifications made to existing contract or the third option would be to go out to bid for proposals.
Nina gave the History Center update.  There is a significant increase in digital viewing.  The Center’s hours have been expanded starting May 15th through December 31st.  She is pursuing a new website.  Investigating the preservation of the 26th Street schoolhouse.  A motion to accept the following collection items: Binder containing photos, clippings and ephemera regarding art exhibits at Avalon Museum, several local businesses, the Women’s Civic Club, Avalon Museum Events; Avalon Borough 4th of July Family Fun-Fest plastic cup; Two pens from Avalon Fire Dept. 75th anniversary; Pen from Sullivan’s Dept. store; Hand-written notes about many aspects of Avalon’s history; Letters from and photos of Spencer Whindle; Clippings from 7 Mile Times; Two aerial photos from 1960s and 1950s; Typed document from Peter D. Lafferty entitled Avalon As I Remember It; Cape May County Bridge Commission map circa 1950; Postcard depicting the American Store; Postcard of Hun Cole and his biplane; Eight photos of the building across from the 29th St pier; 1942 photo of Frank DiBeneditto and Bud Wunder; 1947 photo of Avalon policeman; 1950 photo of Stan Holmes; 1985 photo of Phil’s deli; 1996 photo of Sullivan’s; motion was made by Kate Nester and seconded by Chuck Covington.
