FEBRUARY 11, 2016 MEETING MINUTES

A motion to approve the minutes of the January 14, 2016 meeting was made by Richard Hoy and seconded by Carl Mattia. Approved by all.

A motion to approve the payment of thirty-five checks in the amount of $179,922.28 was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by Carl Mattia.  Approved by all.  A list is attached of those checks and made a part of these minutes.  No one from the public was present and there were no public comments.

Norm gave the Library Director’s report.  Public Works has completed putting in brackets for the shelving for the children’s room.

Nina gave the History Center Director’s report.  They are developing the next newsletter and participating in the Historic Preservation aspect of the Master Plan.  Nina is seeking additional quotes for the restoration of the Wells painting.  Regarding capital projects:  39th Street building-Lynn Schwartz met with Chuck McDonnell and a follow-up meeting with Scott Wahl and Bill Macomber is scheduled.  Sound is a concern, double doors would help plus carpet tiles, speakers and TV monitors.  Scott mentioned building could possibly be used for private day care.  Lynn said until definitive word is received on this, no moving forward; Heater replacement-ready to go; Fire suppression system-Borough paid in error; 26th Street School-went in to look with an architect, will work up complete cost estimates with different scenarios.
A motion to approve Resolution No. 05-16, Regarding its cash management plan through the reorganization meeting of January 2017 and authorizing its newly elected officers to sign various checks, was made by John McCorristin and seconded by Carl Mattia.  Approved by all.
