OCTOBER 8, 2015 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Jacquie Ewing.  Ms. Ewing read the Open Public Meetings Act.  Flag salute.  Roll call.

A motion to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2015 meeting was made by John McCorristin and seconded by Jim Thatcher.  Approved by all.  No one from the public was present and there were no public comments.  A motion to approve the payment of forty-two checks in the amount of $118,382.42 was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  A list is attached of those checks and made a part of these minutes.

Norm Gluckman gave the Library Director’s report.  There was a fire in the school from a fixture on the stage on October 5th.  The Library reopened thirty minutes after the Fire Department arrived.  There are several videos available on the Library’s YouTube site.  At the in-service day on September 24th, action items based on goals of the vision statement were developed as well as strategic plan goals.  

Nina Ranalli gave the History Center update.  Right now, they are focusing on cataloguing.  Will proceed with the front door project.  Met with web developer and that will be completed this year.  Nina showed the Trustees the first painting done in Avalon, by Joseph Wells, donated by Dee Phillips.  The Historical Society  will fund the restoration of the painting.  A motion to approve the collection acquisitions was made by Michele Petrucci and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all. Press 69 Moon; 69 RFK; 69 Nixon; 69 Eisenhower death; Avalon Herald 8/67-12/67 and 1/68-6/68; CMC Herald 8/70 and 12/70; Phila. Inquirer 3/7/54 (Flags of the World); five photographs of 22nd Street across to 24th Street.

A motion to approve Resolution No. 15-15, authorizing the transfer of audited excess Library funds to the Borough of Avalon for the 2015 calendar year (amount revised) was made by Michele Petrucci and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.

Stacey Tracy distributed a quotation from ACIA and would like the Library to pay half.  Norm said that before approval is given, he asks the school district to exercise control over the groups using the equipment.  Lynn suggested the specific groups who are “trouble” should be advised this is their final warning.  The groups should put in writing what they plan to do and give it to Jason.
