DECEMBER 14, 2017 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Jacquie Ewing.  Ms. Ewing read the Open Public Meetings Act.  Flag salute.  Roll call.

A motion to approve the minutes of the November 2, 2017 meeting was made by John McCorristin and seconded by Jim Thatcher.  Approved by all, with Lynn Schwartz abstaining.  No one from the public was present and there were no public comments.

A motion to approve the payment of fifty-five checks in the amount of $338,170.38 was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  A list is attached of those checks and made a part of these minutes.

Erin Brown began the Directors’ report.  The Avalon Library has again been given a 5 Star Library designation.  This is the only Library in New Jersey to be given this designation ten times.  The job openings for Digital Outreach Associate and Senior Library Assistant have been filled.  Attended Emergency Management meeting.  Need to create disaster plan compatible with the Borough’s.  Beginning of the design phase for the website.  The strategic plan has been revised.  The Library has new public PCs and laptops.  One of the bookdrops is being replaced.  Nina Ranalli – starting exhibit planning for 2018, including the refreshing of the lifeguard room  and an exhibit of the Avalon Players.  Partnered with Stone Harbor Museum on hosting N.J. League of Historical Society in March.  Nina advised Board about an issue concerning a house at 254 6th Street .  John McCorristin said that it is not a feasible move.  A motion to approve the collections acquisitions was made by Jim Thatcher and seconded by John McCorristin.  Approved by all.  The acquisitions include:  (Robert Lee) 2 x Avalon movie theatre passes; (Wilda Richardson) color photograph of 5 x people standing outside of History Center, others in background. Handwritten in reverse – annual races 2/17/03 and names of 5 people; (Rose Wells) set of Avalon beach tags (1973 missing), scrapbook containing Avalon related newspaper clippings from 2015 and 2016, scrapbook containing Avalon related newspaper clippings inc. Mounted Beach Patrol/Spencer Windle articles, etc, scrapbook containing Avalon related newspaper clippings, Historical Society notices, etc., scrapbook containing Avalon related newspaper articles, etc.; (Susan McLaughlin) 3 x color photographs of Avalon wedding, 8 x color photographs of Windward Harbor after fire, 20 x color photographs of construction and moving of buildings and of Whitebrier; (Carl Mattia) 2 x emery boards for LoBiondo and Pagliughi for General Assembly 1989; (Susan Murphy Strempack) 5 ¾ x 7 ¾ sepia photograph of Avalon Hotel handwritten on reverse 1890, addressed to Mrs. E.P.
