ORDINANCE NO. 857-2023
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 20 OF THE AVALON BOROUGH CODE TO ELIMINATE THE REQUIREMENT FOR DEWATERING PERMITS IN CONNECTION WITH THE CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION OF SWIMMING POOLS
This Ordinance amends Chapter 20 of the Borough Code, Sections 20-5.3; 20-5-4; and 20-5.5   as follows:

Section 1:  Amends §20-5.3 to:

· Eliminate the requirement for contractors to apply for a dewatering permit in conjunction with construction/installation of a swimming pool or spa;

· Requires written notification to Construction Code Division 3 days prior to commencing dewatering activities;

Amends §20-5.5 to:

· Establish procedure for notification to Code Enforcement Division and other related procedures;

· Reaffirms that Department of Public Works and Code Enforcement Division shall have concurrent jurisdiction over all activities in the public streets or which impact the Borough’s stormwater system;

· Extends the extension period from 7 days to 10 days;

· Requires that dewatering sediment bag or other device must be removed from site within 3 calendar days of completion of dewatering activities

· Establishes minimum standards for sediment bags used for dewatering purposes 

Section 2 & 3:  Provides that all inconsistent ordinances are repealed and that the provisions are severable.

Section 4:    Provides that this Ordinance shall take effect April 1, 2023 but all permits issued prior to that date shall remain in full force and effect and the conditions thereof shall continue to be enforceable.

This Ordinance was introduced and passed on first reading on February 22, 2023 and will be further considered for second reading, public hearing and final adoption on March 8, 2023 at the Municipal Building, 3100 Dune Drive, Avalon, NJ 08202 at 4:10 p.m.
